Brite Idea: Jesus hears us and cares.

He Question: What can we ask Jesus?

Jesus cares about us and our struggles, and we can call out  
to Him about anything at any time.

We Question: Does Jesus always answer us?

Jesus always hears and always answers, but that doesn’t mean He always 
does what we ask. His answer may be “no” or “not yet.”

Brite Idea: Jesus teaches us to care about others.

He Question: Why does God care if we love others?

God loves all people. He designed us to show the world  
His love when we love others.

We Question: Should we help other people?

Because Jesus helps us, we can help others. We show the love of Jesus  
when we put others’ needs ahead of ourselves, helping however we can.

Brite Idea: Jesus cares about our priorities.

He Question: Why does Jesus care about our priorities?

Jesus knows what is best for us and teaches us the best way to live. 
Jesus knows we will never find true happiness or fulfillment  
in earthly things. True joy is found in Christ alone.

We Question: How can we honor God with our stuff?

When we recognize everything comes from God and His kingdom is most 
important, we can live generously toward others. We can focus on things 
that have eternal value. We can love Him more than any material things.

Brite Idea: Jesus cares for everyone.

He Question: Why does Jesus care about people?

Jesus is love and loves all people deeply. People are created  
by God and every person is made in His image.

We Question: Who is important to Jesus?

Every single person, no matter their age, status, or background, is precious 
to Jesus. He loves and welcomes everyone.

Brite Idea: Jesus chose to be our sacrifice.

He Question: How is Jesus our sacrifice?

Jesus never sinned, but He chose to take the punishment for  
our sin in our place. Because of His great love for us, He  
died in our place so that we could be forgiven.

We Question: Why did we need a sacrifice?

We all sin. Sin is so bad the only true punishment for it is death. We deserve 
to die for our sins. To be rescued, we needed someone to die in our place to 
take the punishment we deserved.
