Revelation 2:1-7: To the Church in Ephesus
“To the angel® of the church in Ephesus write:

These are the words of him who holds the seven stars in his right hand and walks
among the seven golden lampstands. 21 know your deeds, your hard work and your
perseverance. | know that you cannot tolerate wicked people, that you have tested those
who claim to be apostles but are not, and have found them false. 3 You have persevered
and have endured hardships for my name, and have not grown weary.

4Yet | hold this against you: You have forsaken the love you had at first. > Consider how
far you have fallen! Repent and do the things you did at first. If you do not repent, | will
come to you and remove your lampstand from its place. ® But you have this in your
favor: You hate the practices of the Nicolaitans, which | also hate.

"Whoever has ears, let them hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To the one who is
victorious, | will give the right to eat from the tree of life, which is in the paradise of
God."

Revelation 3:14-22: To the Church in Laodicea
14"To the angel of the church in Laodicea write:

These are the words of the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the ruler of God's
creation. 1 | know your deeds, that you are neither cold nor hot. | wish you were either
one or the other! 1 So, because you are lukewarm—neither hot nor cold—I am about to
spit you out of my mouth. 7 You say, 'l am rich; | have acquired wealth and do not need
a thing.’ But you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and naked. 1
counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich; and white
clothes to wear, so you can cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your
eyes, SO you can see.

19 Those whom | love | rebuke and discipline. So be earnest and repent. 2° Here | am! |
stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, | will come
in and eat with that person, and they with me.
